ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH

COUNTY CONCERNS – A written report for the month of November was presented by Jessica Jungenberg. The month of November included the following contacts:  22 contacts-rabies program, 5 quarantine orders and 3 released from quarantine, 2 well water tests and no radon testing kits, 20 housing contacts, regarding a main water leak beneath a trailer, collapsed roof of garage, as well as various infestation complaints. 
AGENT STATUS PROGRAM UPDATE – The month of November included 16 contacts with walk throughs. There were 5 Marquette County inspections. There were 2 Waushara County inspections and 3 Green Lake County inspections. Two trainings were attended.
NEW BUSINESS
INTRODUCTION OF MELISSA ROSE, PHT – Jayme introduced Melissa Rose, our new Public Health Tech. Melissa introduced herself and gave a brief summary about her experience. Melissa will be our Public Health Tech for Marquette County. Melissa was welcomed by Board of Health members.
HEALTH EQUITY DISCUSSION- ELLIE KEALIHER- COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT COORDINATOR- Ellie introduced herself and gave a summary of her job and that she works with 6 counties. The program LIFT from the SWCAP was explained, which is transportation for shopping or appointments.  It is done by volunteer drivers that would be reimbursed 58 cents per mile. In the next few months, hopes are to get this program up and going. 
METH PREVENTION/EDUCATION EFFORTS- Jayme discussed the rising numbers of meth arrests and overdoses in Marquette County and how the Sheriffs Office and Endeavor Police Department are involved. Priority for Healthy Communities Healthy Youth to prevent drug use  and help those trying to quit. Drug Court in Marquette County has been very successful. 
OLD BUSINESS

COVID UPDATE – Jayme provided updates on the DHS website showing Wisconsin and Marquette County with “very high” transmission rates. The state of Wisconsin is 55.1% fully vaccinated and 65+ are vaccinated at 83.7%. In Marquette County 47.4% are fully vaccinated and 65+ are vaccinated at 75.6%. Covid clinics for children ages 5-12 have happened in Montello, Westfield, and this coming Friday in Endeavor, we have opened those clinics to parents and teachers as well. The first new variant Omicron has been found in the United States.
