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BOARD OF HEALTH

December 3, 2020
Board chairperson, Judi Nigbor called the Board of Health meeting to order at 10:00 A.M.  The following members were present through WEBEX:  Judi Nigbor, Glenn Kemnitz Jr., Kathy Jo Locke, Suzanne McCartney, Jon Sheller and Dr. William Franks.  Also present were Jayme Sopha, Health Officer/Director, Jessica Jungenberg, Environmental Specialists, Dan Buchholz, Director MIS Director, Mike Marcucci, Contact Tracer and Mary Oakes through WEBEX.
Members Absent: Lola Burmeister
Motion by Mike Raddatz, seconded by Glenn Kemnitz to approve the agenda as posted and handed out.  Motion carried.
Motion by Glenn Kemnitz, seconded by Jon Sheller to approve the minutes of the October 1, 2020 Board of Health meeting with Mike Raddatz abstaining as he was absent for the October meeting.  Motion carried. 
ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH

COUNTY CONCERNS – A written report for the month of October and November was presented by Jessica Jungenberg, Environmental Specialist.  The month of October included the following contacts:  3contact-rabies program, 3 quarantine orders and 3 releases from quarantine through the rabies program, 1 well water test, 5 housing contacts, regarding various complaints and abatements with most complaints being removed.  The month of November included 2 contact-rabies program, 2 quarantine orders and 2 releases from quarantine through the rabies program, 2 well water tests, 1 housing contact which will require abatement by the Health Department.
AGENT STATUS PROGRAM UPDATE – The month of October included a cease and desist to operate at a facility in Oxford.  There was 1 Waushara County inspection and 1 pre-inspection.  Jessica also attended four webinars on the changes to the food code that went into effect October 26, 2020.  The month of November included one cease and desist facility in Montello along with the facility in Oxford.  Both facilities will need re-inspections.  There were 4 Marquette County inspections and 2 pre-inspections.  Waushara had 1 inspection.
NEW BUSINESS
STAFFING UPDATE:  Mike Marcucci, our new LTE Contact Tracer for Marquette County Health Department introduced himself.  He is training with the nurses and very happy to be here.  Jayme is also looking at hiring another LTE contact tracer soon.  We are also hoping to hire another nurse with the rollover 2020 funds remaining in our budget.
COVID-19 VACCINE:  Jayme provided information on the two COVID 19 vaccines that will be available in the coming few weeks.  The companies are Pfizer and Moderna.  Each company has very different requirements with their vaccines.  If Pfizer is granted approval they will hear by December 10th or 11th, 2020.  Moderna, if approved should hear by December 17th, 2020.  After they receive their approval, then ACIP (Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices) will update all their requirements and then the state will have one to two weeks to get everything in place and ready for distribution.  This vaccine will go to facilities that have registered for the 1A Vaccination Group.  Tests are finding that after the 2nd dose of vaccine is received, it takes about one to two weeks for your body to provide immunity and protection.   Both are a two-dose series and are showing only minimal side effects after being given.  The vaccine will be given in tiers set by CDC and the state.   The first tier, 1A will be Long Term Care Facilities, healthcare workers, EMT’s.  CDC and the state are coming out daily with more information.
2020 BUDGET PROJECTIONS:  Jayme explained to the Board of Health the updates with the 2020 budget, showing no impact with next years budget.  
OLD BUSINESS
COUNTY COVID-19 UPDATE:  Deaths and hospitalizations are increasing daily.  With antigen testing on the rise, if an individual is symptomatic and tested positive, the results are relatively accurate.  The Health Department is noticing lower case counts but realize that people are not testing with the upcoming Holiday season and not wanting to be on isolation or quarantine during this time.  People are also calling Bentley’s Pharmacy, whom are providing COVID testing for Marquette County and wanting the antigen tests as the results are faster.  Bentley’s does not provide antigen testing currently.  Our county is still seeing a high percentage of positives in our community.

FLU CLINIC UPDATE – The Health Department has given influenza vaccine immunizations at eleven different sites this year.  We had five drive-through clinics in Montello, Oxford, Endeavor, Westfield and Neshkoro.  Also, six other CBRF’s and/or group homes.  We have provided a total of 300 doses.  For our School Influenza Vaccine Mass Clinics, we have done 141 total immunizations for Montello, Westfield and St. John’s Lutheran School.
