ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH

COUNTY CONCERNS – A written report for the month of October was presented by Jessica Jungenberg. The month of October included the following contacts:  7 contacts-rabies program, 3 quarantine order and 1 released from quarantine, 1 well water test and no radon testing kits, 15 housing contacts, regarding collapsed roof and animals entering the building, various complaints of garbage and landlords not following up with tenants. Also 1 contact regarding a building that was inspected with concern of stability. Contacts have been made with township, DNR & DSPS about moving forward. There were 3 other contacts regarding, if Marquette County was holding a clean sweep program this year, but Land and Water Conservation did not receive funding this year. There were also concerns of large amounts of feral cats being fed and sheltered. 
AGENT STATUS PROGRAM UPDATE – The month of October included 17 contacts with walk throughs and possibly new businesses and issuing three conditional use permits where there was not a certified food manager. There were 18 Marquette County inspections and 11 pre-inspections. There were 3 Waushara County inspection and1 pre-inspection in Green Lake County. One training was attended and interviews were completed for the Green Lake Health Inspector position and it is now filled. 
NEW BUSINESS
INTRODUCTION OF SARAH JENSEN, PHN – Jayme introduced Sarah Jensen, our new Public Health Nurse. Sarah introduced herself and gave a summary of experience and the many positions she’s had. Sarah will be our Public Health Preparedness Nurse for Marquette County. Sarah was welcomed by Board of Health members.
CENTRAL SANDS GROUND WATER COALITION-Jayme presented information on a coalition that was formed about three to four years ago with six counties working on ground water concerns. This coalition is working on present and future needs for safe water. Concerns with nitrates and noenicitinoid substances are being evaluated with the timeline of Fall 2022.
CHILDREN’S HOME VISITING PROGRAM-NICOLE TANK AND ADRIANNA HARDING 
Nicole and Avery presented information and brochures with information and programs that are available in Marquette County through Children’s Wisconsin. This program includes children from birth through the first year with home visits, parenting classes, discovering your child’s potential. They can also provide community resources.
OLD BUSINESS

COVID UPDATE – Jayme provided updates on the DHS website showing Wisconsin and Marquette County with “very high” transmission rates with the Delta virus at 100%. The state of Wisconsin is showing ages 18 -64 are 55% fully vaccinated and 65+ are vaccinated at 83.9%. In Marquette County, ages 18-64 are 47.5% fully vaccinated and 65+ are vaccinated at 76%. Booster doses are being given and individuals are now able to choose a booster of a different brand after completing the initial series of one or two. Covid clinics for children ages 5-12 are planned for many schools in our area when this has been passed.
VACCINE UPDATE-continuation of COVID and vaccine updates. Mary presented flu vaccines and clinics. There have been 254 Influenza Vaccines given at seven different sites. The health department has also provided influenza vaccine to Montello, Westfield and St. John’s Lutheran schools totaling 108 youth vaccines given.
