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BOARD OF HEALTH

October 5, 2021
Board chairperson, Judi Nigbor called the Board of Health meeting to order at 11:00 A.M.  The following members were present. Judi Nigbor, Kathy Jo Locke, Mike Raddatz, Jon Sheller, Suzanne McCartney, Dr. William Franks, and Abby Swan.  Also, present were Jayme Sopha, Health Officer/Director, Ron Barger, County Administrator, Dan Buchholz, Director MIS and Mary Oakes, Public Health Technician.

Motion by Mike Raddatz, seconded by Jon Sheller to approve the agenda as posted and handed out.  Motion carried.
Motion by John Sheller, seconded by Mike Raddatz to approve the minutes of the September 7, 2021, Board of Health meeting.  Motion carried. 

ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH

COUNTY CONCERNS – A written report for the month of September was presented by Jayme Sopha for Jessica Jungenberg.  The month of September included the following contacts:  2 contacts-rabies program, 2 quarantine order and 1 released from quarantine, no well water test or radon testing kits, 14 housing contacts, regarding various complaints of garbage, condemnation and abatement orders not able to deliver, asking for further extensions to clean up locations and following up with the DNR and DSPS. Also 2 contacts regarding abandoned building and sale with 5 other contacts including pre-inspections for new ownership of businesses.    
AGENT STATUS PROGRAM UPDATE – The month of September included three trainings attended and helping with interviews for the Green Lake Health Inspector position that is vacant.   There were 9 Marquette County inspections and 1 re-inspection and 1 pre-inspection.  There was 1 Waushara County inspection and 2 re-inspections and1 Green Lake County pre-inspections.  
OLD BUSINESS
COVID 19 VACCINATION UPDATE – Jayme provided updates on the DHS website showing Wisconsin and Marquette County with “very high” and “critical” transmission rates.  Jayme showed the significant increases within the last few months in cases, counts, hospitalizations and deaths.   Discussion on schools, students, and staff, wearing masks and new studies.  Abby asked for information on how many children are sick or in isolation.  Jayme will provide this information to all Board of Health members.  The Delta variant strain is impacting children at a much younger age.   Jayme also gave an update on our County Webpage and COVID information and signing up for vaccine clinics.
STAFFING UPDATE – Jayme announced that starting October 18th, 2021, the Health Department will have a new Public Health Nurse.
NEW BUSINESS
WORKFORCE DEVELOPMENT PROJECT – Jayme explained the De Beaumont Foundation and how they work and provide guidance, policy help and advocacy for public health.  Jayme has enrolled the Health Department in this program and once that data is collected, she will receive a customized workforce development plan to use when rebuilding after COVID.
APPROVAL FEE INCREASE FOR HIGH DOSE INFLUENZA VACCINE – Jayme explained that the cost of high dose influenza vaccine has increased over the last year.  We would like to increase the cost of this vaccine from $68.00 to $78.00 per dose.

Motion by Mike Raddatz, seconded by Kathy Jo Locke to approve the fee increase for high dose influenza vaccine.  Motion carried.
PARTICIPATION IN DEATH REVIEW TEAMS – Marquette County, along with Green Lake and Waushara Counties form a Tri-County Overdose Fatality Death Review Team and will soon be working together in a Child Death Review Team.  These teams meet regularly with partners from occupations that serve these clients.  The purpose is to learn from what happened in the past and use that information to prevent future deaths.  Some of the outcomes of the Overdose Fatality Review Team include providing rides for counseling appointments, advertising medication drop boxes, working with partners to improve referral systems, and improving upon stigmatization in our communities.
