COUNTY CONCERNS 

A written report for the month of April was presented by Jessica Jungenberg. The month of April included the following contacts:  26 contacts-rabies program, 1 quarantine orders and 2 released from quarantine, 2 well water tests and no radon testing kits, 2 housing contacts regarding questions about mold in their home and being subpoenaed to appear in court regarding orders written in October 2019. 
A written report for the month of May was presented by Jessica Jungenberg. The month of May included the following contacts:  24 contacts-rabies program, 5 quarantine orders and 4 released from quarantine, no well water tests, 15 contacts regarding well water, and no radon testing kits, 3 housing contacts regarding a house that was condemned in July 2022 for no running water and no functioning septic, that had been fix and the placard has been removed. 
AGENT STATUS PROGRAM UPDATE
The month of April included 3 Marquette County inspections and 2 pre inspections. There was 1 Waushara County inspection and 1 Green Lake County inspection and 1 pre inspection. No training was attended.
The month of May included 10 Marquette County inspections, and 3 pre inspections. There were 6 Waushara County inspections, and 1 pre inspection. There were 0 Green Lake County inspections. One training was attended.
OLD BUSINESS

FAMILY ADVENTURE DAY UPDATE- MELISSA HODGES
Mel discussed co-chairing the Family Adventure Day Event that is held in Montello for free to the community, and how successful it has been since being back in person. It was able to be put on free by the generous sponsors that have donated, we had $2,450 in donations this year as well as the Chamber of Commerce donating $100 of Chamber bucks. We had 52 prizes to giveaway that were either donated or bought with donations. We also have free food for anyone, as well as face painting and a magician. There were 450+ people that attended with 32 booths. With the feedback from organizations and the community we are hoping to make this event even more successful in the future. 
FOOT CLINIC AND PROGRAM UPDATES- JENNY STELZNER
Jenny gave an update about her foot clinic and description for the new board members. She gives foot care services to elderly or if they are unable to do it themselves because of medical conditions and if they need their feet examined if they are diabetic. 
There is no podiatry in Marquette County and Medicare does not cover regular foot care. 

We have had a huge increase in appointments and new clients within the last year. 

Jenny also brought up her 2 programs she coordinates with Amelia. Stepping on is the newest program that is a 7-week workshop that works on fall prevention by bringing in different occupations to present and give tips and then it is followed up with a phone call or home visit. This program will be put on twice a year. 
Living well is another program that focuses on living with chronic conditions. It will be switching from twice a year to once. It helps the clients that take it learn how to live with what they have in a healthy way or things that could make it easier. 
NEW BUSINESS
PRESENTATION OF STRATEGIC PLAN 
Jayme presented the strategic plan that the Health Department worked on with Blue Door Consulting. We have three goals that are Reaching target demographics for Public Health Programs, Strengthen community knowledge and understanding of community Health and needs, & Develop true collaboration with local stakeholders for shared goals and resources. 
We broke it down into strategies and into a five-year plan. Then we broke down each year into quarters to accomplish our goals. There is a tracking sheet to show what we did and to track that we did it. We can start working on it now, but we do have it set to start in 2025-2030. 
Jayme discussed one of our goals being creating a shared calendar with activities throughout the County, so the community members only have one place to go to find all the activities in the County.
